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« The room should be comfortable and a satisfactory size, with
tables, and so on.
« The moderator arrives early.
« Background noise should not interfere with the tape.
- Have name tags for everyone.
« A remote microphone should be placed on the table.
« Bring extra tapes, batteries, extensions, supplies.
« Plan topics for small-talk conversation.
« Seat experts and loud participants near the moderator.
« Seat shy and quiet participants across from the moderator.

« Bring enough copies of handouts, visual aids, storyboards, and so
on.
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« Be well rested, alert, prepared.

» Practice introduction without referring to notes.

« Remember questions without referring to notes.

 Be cautious to avoid head nodding.

« Avoid comments that signal approval, such as “great”,
“excellent,” and so on, or disapproval.

 Avoid giving your personal opinion
